A school newsletter can be a great way to develop a strong relationship with parents. First, choose a short title or theme for your newsletter — something like "School News," or “Back to School.”  If you’d like,  you  can also add a   date and   volume number  for yo ur  newsle t ter.   Next, establish how much time  and money you can spend on your  newsletter. These factors will  help determine how frequently  you publish the newsletter and  its length.  
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You and your partner are responsible for getting the information needed for the lab write-up.  This does not mean you will have the same write up as each other.  You need to use your own words when answering the questions.  If you copy from someone and do have the same exact write-up you and the other person will not get credit for the lab.  This means it does not count towards the 1200 minutes.





Labs are due when you finish them.  You will have 2 lab days to work on a lab and that is usually plenty of time.  If you get behind on labs, you will not be able to finish them all before the end of the marking period.














         















































Lab safety must be followed at all times in lab.  You will be working with glass, hot water, etc. so everyone must be careful.  If you are not being safe during lab, you may not have the chance to finish the lab you had started (this will reflect in your grade).

Lab Safety
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Your grade at the end of a quarter includes all lab grades (passing or failing).  This will then get averaged into your class grade that goes onto your report card.





All labs need to be in your folder the last week of May.  This will allow us to determine if you need to do extra labs in order to take the regents.








If you fail a lab you must correct it in order for it to count towards the 1200 minutes.  If you do not correct it, it will not be counted as a lab for the minutes.  You can only correct a lab once; if it is not passing after this one time, you can’t correct it anymore and it will not be counted towards the 1200 minutes.
