Homework:

All homework will be graded in one of two ways:

1. a number grade which will go down in the grade book once.

2. a (+) or (-) which will reflect an adequate attempt on a homework assignment.

a. more than two –‘s will result in the loss of one point from your quarter average for every subsequent -.

Tests and Quizzes:

All tests and quizzes can be retaken to achieve an 80% ,until, the next test or quiz is given.  Test scores go down in the grade book twice and quiz scores just once.

Notebooks, Folders, and Planners:

Notebooks, Folders and Planners are REQUIRED.  They will be graded every week.  Notebooks will be checked to make sure that all important information is in it and that it is readable. Folders should have all science papers that are covered in class, in it. Planners should be used to keep assignments in as a reminder for both the student and the parent.  Notebooks and Folders will be turned in at the end of the year as part of your final exam.

Absence from class:  


Students are expected to be on time for class. If a student is absent from class for a lesson or other educational reason they are responsible for all things missed and will not receive extra time for completion.  If a student is absent for any other reason they will receive 1 day for each day they are absent to complete their missed work.  This is school policy.

Grade Calculation:

Your grade reflects all of your homework, labs, quizzes, and tests for a quarter.  The lowest grade is dropped when calculating the quarter average.
